INSTRUCTIONS.

1. Toreduce the risk of electric shock, ensure electricity has
been turned off at the circuit breaker or fuse box before

l)eginning.

2. All wiring must be in accordance with the National
Electrical Code, ANSVNFPA 70, and local electrical
codes. Electrical installation should be performecl by a
qua|itied licensed electrician.

3. The outlet box and support structure must be secure|y
mounted and capable of reliably supporting a minimum of
35 pounds. Use only UL Listed outlet boxes marked
"FOR FAN SUPPORT".

4. Do not operate the reversing switch while the fan blades
are in motion. The fan must be turned off and blades
stopped before reversing blade direction.

5. Avoid p|acing objects in the path of the blades. To avoid
persona| injury or damage to the fan and other items, be
cautious when worl(ing around or c|eaning the fan.

6. Do not use water or detergents when c|eaning the fan or
fan blades. A dry dust cloth or |ig|~|t|y dampened cloth will

be suitable for most c|eaning.

7. After mal(ing electrical connections, sp|icec| conductors
should be turned upwarcl and pus|1ec| caretu"y up into the
outlet box. The wire should be spread apart with the
grounded conductor and the equipment-gounding
conductor on one side of the outlet box. Sp|ices after
l':eing made should be turned upward and pus|1ec|
caretu"y up into the outlet box.

8 Electrical cliagrams are for reference on|y. Light kits that
are not pacl(ecl with the fan must be UL Listed and
marked suitable for use with the model fan you are
insta"ing. Switches must be UL General Use Switches.
Refer to the instructions packaged with the |ig|\t kits and
switches for proper assemHy.

WARNING: Before servicing or c|eaning unit,
switch power off at service panel, and lock service
disconnecting means to prevent power from l:eing
switched on accidentally. When the service
disconnecting means cannot be locked, secure|y
fasten a prominent warning.

WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire, electric
shock or personal injury, mount to an outlet box
acceptal)re for fan support of 15.9 kg (35 Ibs) or less.
Use mounting screws provided with the outlet box.

Speeci settings for warm or cool weather depend on factors such
as the room size, ceiiing i'leigi'lt, number of fans, and so on.

The reverse switch, located at the top of motor housing, controls
direction: forward (switci'l |ei:t) or reverse (switci1 rigi‘lt).*

* Warm weather - (Forward) A downward air flow creates a
cooling effect as shown in Figure 15. This allows you to set your
air conditioner on a i\igi\er setting without ai:iecting your comfort.

* Cool weather - (Reverse) An upward air flow moves warm air
off the ceiiing area as shown in Figure 16. This allows you to set
your i\eating unit on a lower setting without aiiecting your
comfort.

O Q button: This button controls the |ig|1t and brigl\tness settings.
Press and release the button to turn the |ig|1t ON or OFF.
Press and hold the button to set the desired i)rigi'ltness: the
light will slowly illuminate to maximum light output and then stop
when hoiding the button. Release the button and hold it again
until it reaches minimal illumination where it will automatically
stop again. The light button has an auto-resume, it will stay at
the same Brigi\tness as the last time it was turned off.

O B button: This button delays the light turning off for
approximately 5 seconds, enabling you to exit your room before
the |igi\t turns compieteiy off.

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Care and C|eaning |

A WARNING: Make sure the power is off at the electrical pane| box before you attempt any repairs.

Here are some suggestions to he|p you maintain your fan.

0 Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose. Check the support connections, brackets, and
blade attachments twice a year. Make sure t|'\ey are secure. (It is not necessary to remove the fan from the cei|ing.)

o Clean your fan periodica"y to he|p maintain its new appearance over the years. Use on|y a soft brush or lint-free cloth to
avoid scratching the finish. The p|ating is sealed with a |acquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use water
when c|eaning. This could damage the motor, or the wood, or possi|o|y cause an electrical shock.

0 You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood blades for additional protection and enhanced beauty. Cover small
scratches with a light application of shoe polish.

0 There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated bearings.

Troubleshooting

A WARNING: Make sure the power is off at the electrical pane| box before you attempt any repairs.

Problem Solution

The fan will not start. o Check circuit fuses or breakers.

o Check the line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections in the switch housing.

—69— The fan sounds noisy. o Make sure all motor housing screws are snug.
o Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub are tight.

o Make sure wire nut connections are not rul)l)ing against each other or the interior wall of the switch
housing.

o Allow a24-hour "Iareal(ing-in" period. Most noises associated with a new fan disappear during this time.

o Some fan motors are sensitive to signa|s from solid-state variable speecl controls. If you have installed
this type of control, choose and insta" another type ol: contro|.

o Make sure the motor housing is a short distance from the cei|ing. It should not touch the cei|ing.

Excessive Wol)Hing. 0 Make sure that screws which attach fan blade holders to motor are fastened and tightenecl.
o Tighten screws of fan blade to blade holder secure|y.
o Ensure that canopy and mounting bracket are tigl‘ltened securely to cei|ing joist.

o Check By se|ecting a point on the cei|ing above the tip of one of the blades. Measure this distance
and ensure all blades are even (see Fig. 14).

Light does not work. O Ensure wire connector in switch housing is connected.
