1 . To reduce the risk of electric shock, ensure electricity has
been turned off at the circuit breaker or fuse box before
beginning.

2. All wiring must be in accordance with the National
Electrical Code, ANSI/NFPA 70, and local electrical 
codes. Electrical installation should be performed by a 
qualified licensed electrician.

3. The outlet box and support structure must be securely 
mounted and capable of reliably supporting a minimum of 
35 pounds. Use only UL Listed outlet boxes marked 
"FOR FAN SUPPORT".

4. Do not operate the reversing switch while the fan blades 
are in motion. The fan must be turned off and blades 
stopped before reversing blade direction.

5. Avoid placing objects in the path of the blades. To avoid
personal injury or damage to the fan and other items, be
cautious when working around or cleaning the fan.

6. Do not use water or detergents when cleaning the fan or
fan blades. A dry dust cloth or lightly dampened cloth will
be suitable for most cleaning.

You should have the following items listed below.

1 Determining mounting method 2 Installing the fan body

If there is not an existing UL Listed metal mounting box,
then read the following instructions. Disconnect the 
power by removing fuses or turning off circuit breakers.
Secure the outlet box directly to the building structure.
Use appropriate fasteners and building materials. The 
outlet box and its support must be able to fully support 
the moving weight of the fan (at least 35 lbs.). Do not 
use plastic outlet boxes. Figures 1 and 2 are examples of
different ways to mount the outlet box.
To hang your fan where there is an existing fixture but no
ceiling joist, you may need an installation hanger bar as 
shown in Figure 3 (available at your Retailer). Remove the split pin and pivot pin (EE) from the loose

parts bag and set them aside for later restoration.

Place the downrod assembly (H) through the ceiling
canopy (B), canopy ring (K) and hanger cover (L).
(Figure 5).

Carefully feed the fan wires up through the downrod
assembly (H).

WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire, electric 
shock, or personal injury, mount to outlet box marked 
acceptable for fan support of 15.9 kg (35 lbs) or less 
and use mounting screws provided with the outlet box.

Remove the mounting bracket (A) from the canopy (B) 
by loosening the two canopy screws and star washers 
located in the L-shaped slots. Remove the two canopy 
screws and star washers in the round holes and save them 
for later use. This will enable you to remove the mounting 
bracket (A). (Figure 4)

Loosen the screws first and then insert the downrod
assembly (H) into the hanger at the top of the fan motor
assembly.

Secure the hanger and downrod by tightening the screws
pre-installed on the hanger (Figure 6).

Push the pivot pin (EE) through the hanger and downrod
holes (Figure 6). Pivot pin's insert end is a specially
designed cone shape that pushes away and won't harm the
wires inside the downrod. Secure the pivot pin by inserting
the split pin and bending the ends to prevent it from
falling out of the holes (Figure 6).

3 Installing the mounting bracket

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the steps below 
to hang your fan properly.

Secure the mounting bracket (A) to the ceiling outlet 
box as shown in Figure 7 by using two screws and 
washers (not provided). Make sure the mounting 
bracket is level. You may need to insert additional 
washers (not provided) between the outlet box and the 
mounting bracket to make it level.

NOTE: You may need a longer downrod to maintain
proper blade clearance when installing on a steep,
sloped ceiling. The maximum angle allowable is 18°
away from the pitch of the ceiling.

Insert the narrow end of the receiver (D) (as shown, flat 
side towards the ceiling) into the mounting bracket (A) 
until it rests on top of the ball/downrod assembly.

IMPORTANT: Use the wire nuts (BB)
supplied with your fan. Secure the connectors
with electrical tape and ensure there are no
loose strands or connections. 

WARNING: Each wire nut supplied with this
fan is designed to accept up to one 12-gauge
house wire and two wires from the fan. If you
have larger than 12-gauge house wiring or more
than one house wire to connect to the fan wiring,
consult an electrician for the proper size wire
nuts to use. 

WARNING: To avoid possible electrical shock,
turn the electricity off at the main fuse box
before wiring. If you feel you do not have enough
electrical wiring knowledge or experience,
contact a licensed electrician. 

Use wire connectors (BB) to connect the receiver (D) and 
fan wires to the supply wires from outlet box according to 
Figure 10 and the following instructions:

1) Connect the white (neutral) wire from outlet box to the 
     white "AC in N" wire from receiver with a wire nut.
2) Connect the black (hot) wire from outlet box to the black 
     "AC in L" wire from receiver with a wire nut.

4) Secure each wire nut using electrical tape. Make sure all 
     wire nuts are connected firmly.

3) Connect the ground wire from outlet box to the green
     ground wire from the downrod and the green ground wire
     from the mounting bracket with a wire nut.

Connect the receiver (D) to the fan wires by inserting the
molded adaptor plug from the receiver (D) to the molded
adaptor plug on top of downrod assembly (H), as illustrated 
in Figure 10.

IMPORTANT: If after this step, you decide to check 
that the electrical connections have been successful, it is 
critical to attach the light kit using the quick connector 
prior to testing. The fan will not operate unless the light 
kit is connected to the fan.

IMPORTANT: After the connections have been made,
the wires should be turned upward and pushed carefully
up into the outlet box EXCEPT the antenna, which
should remain outside the outlet box. Place the black and
white wire connections on opposite sides of the outlet box.

Raise the canopy (B), ensuring that the two canopy 
screws and star washers are aligned with the L-shaped 
slots in the canopy (B). Then turn the canopy clockwise 
until the canopy screws are completely engaged in the 
L-shaped slots.
Firmly tighten the two canopy screws.
Install the two canopy screws and star washers (saved 
from Step 2 “Installing the fan body”) into the holes in 
the canopy (B) and tighten firmly.  
Align the canopy ring (K) on top to cover the canopy 
screws. Lock in position by turning the canopy ring 
clockwise. Screw

WARNING: When using the standard ball/downrod
mounting, the tab in the ring at the bottom of the 
mounting bracket must rest in the groove of the 
hanger ball. Failure to properly seat the tab in the 
groove could cause damage to the wiring. 

 

WARNING: The locking slots of ceiling canopy are
provided only as an aid to mounting. Do not leave the
fan assembly unattended until all four canopy screws
are engaged and firmly tightened.

7 Attaching the fan blades

The fan blades are to be attached to the motor using the blade 
screws (CC). The procedure to attach the blades (E) is as 
follows:

Align the 2 holes in the blade to the 2 holes at the bottom 
of the motor.
Secure the blades to the motor using the blade screws 
with pre-installed flat washers and spring washers (CC) 
provided - 2 each per blade.
Repeat for the remaining blades.

8 Installing the light kit

WARNING: To reduce the risk of electric shock, 
disconnect the electrical supply circuit to the fan 
before installing light kit.

 

 Connect the blue wire from the fan to the blue wire from
the light kit and the white wire from the fan to the white
wire from the light kit by securely inserting the connectors
together. (Figure 13)

 Carefully tuck all wires into the switch housing, and align
the 3 holes on the light kit (I) to the three screws
pre-installed in the switch housing. (Figure 13)

 Turn the light kit counter-clockwise until the 3 screws
snap into place. Tighten all the screws.

 Install the lamp shade (F) onto the light kit (I) by gently
twisting and locking into position. (Figure 14)

WARNING: Allow the lamp shade to cool 
completely before removing.

9 Balancing the blades

in density, the fan may wobble even though the blades match in 
weight.

The following procedure should correct most fan wobble. 
Check for wobble after each step.

All blades are grouped by weight. Because natural wood varies 

Check that all blade screws are secure.
Most fan wobble problems are caused when blade levels 
are unequal. Check this level by measuring the distance 
from the tip of one blade to the ceiling as shown in 
Figure 15. 
Rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned in the 
same place as the previous blade and measure again. 
Repeat for each blade. Measurements should be within 
1/8 in.
If blade wobble is still noticeable, interchanging two 
adjacent (side by side) blades can redistribute the 
weight and possibly result in smoother operation.

*NOTE: Wait for the fan to stop before changing 
the setting of the reverse switch.

Speed settings for warm or cool weather depend on factors 
such as the room size, ceiling height, number of fans, and so on.

The reverse switch, located at the top of motor housing, 
controls direction: forward (switch left) or reverse 
(switch right).*

* Warm weather - (Forward) A downward air flow creates a 
cooling effect as shown in Figure 16. This allows you to set 
your air conditioner on a higher setting without affecting your 
comfort.

* Cool weather - (Reverse) An upward air flow moves warm air 
off the ceiling area as shown in Figure 17. This allows you to set
your heating unit on a lower setting without affecting your 
comfort.

Remove the battery cover from the remote control (G). 
Install 2 AAA batteries (not included). Replace the battery 
cover. (Figure 18)

NOTE:  Follow the instruction manual of the remote 
control to change the transmitter code of this fan's 
remote control and receiver if you have interference 
with other fans or appliances.

NOTE: The battery will weaken with age and should
be replaced before leaking takes place as this will
damage the hand unit. Dispose of used battery
properly and keep the battery out of the reach of
children.

Press the desired button on the remote control (G) to 

Attach the remote control holder (J) with the two remote 
control holder mounting screws (DD).

operate the fan:

button: This button delays the light turning off for 
approximately 5 seconds, enabling you to exit your room 
before the light turns completely off.

button: This button controls the light and brightness 
settings. Press and release the button to turn the light ON
or OFF. Press and hold the button to set the desired
brightness: the light will slowly illuminate from maximum to
minimum light output and then stop when holding the
button. Release the button and hold it again until it reaches
minimal illumination where it will automatically stop again.
The light button has an auto-resume, it will stay at the
same brightness as the last time it was turned off. You can
also press this button to cycle through the on/off to select
the three color temperature options 3000K (Warm
White), 4000K (Natural White) and 5000K (Daylight).
The sequence is ON (Warm White), OFF, ON
(Natural White), OFF, ON (Daylight), OFF.

Troubleshooting

WARNING: Make sure the power is off at the electrical panel box before you attempt any repairs. 

WARNING: Make sure the power is off at the electrical panel box before you attempt any repairs.

Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose. Check the support connections, brackets, and
blade attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. (It is not necessary to remove the fan from the ceiling.)
Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Use only a soft brush or lint-free cloth to
avoid scratching the finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use water
when cleaning. This could damage the motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock.
You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood blades for additional protection and enhanced beauty. Cover small
scratches with a light application of shoe polish.
There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated bearings.

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain your fan.

Excessive Wobbling. Make sure that screws which attach fan blade holders to motor are fastened and tightened.

Light does not work. Ensure wire connector in switch housing is connected.

Tighten screws of fan blade to blade holder securely.
Ensure that canopy and mounting bracket are tightened securely to ceiling joist.
Check by selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the blades. Measure this distance 
and ensure all blades are even (see Fig. 15).

Problem Solution
Check circuit fuses or breakers.

Make sure all motor housing screws are snug.
Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub are tight.

Allow a 24-hour "breaking-in" period. Most noises associated with a new fan disappear during this time.
Some fan motors are sensitive to signals from solid-state variable speed controls. lf you have installed 
this type of control, choose and install another type of control.
Make sure the motor housing is a short distance from the ceiling. It should not touch the ceiling.

Make sure wire nut connections are not rubbing against each other or the interior wall of the switch 
housing.

Check the line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections in the switch housing.
The fan will not start.

The fan sounds noisy.

Retain this manual for future use.
