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INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Good Housekeeping Ceramic
Heater. This manual gives you comp|ete instructions for
using your heater.

NOTE: When switching on the app|iance for the first time,

allow it to run at full power for approximately two hours to
remove any manufacturing odors. Make sure that the room
in which the appliance is located is well ventilated during
this operation. It is normal for the appliance to emit small
cracl(ing sounds when you turn it on the first time. Do not
be alarmed.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical ap liances, basic precautions should
always |:>e fo"owed to reduce the ris|( of Ere, e|ectric shocl(,
injury to persons or property, and hyperthermia, inc|uding
the [Z)"owing:

1. Read all instructions before using this heater.

2. This heater is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let
bare skin touch hot surfaces. Use rear carryin handle when
moving this heater. Keep combustible materijs, such as
Furniture, pi"ows, l)edcling, papers, clothes and curtains at
least 3' (0.9 m) from the front and top of the heater and
l(eep them away from the sic]es and rear. Keep t|1e rear

gri" away from walls or drapes so it does not block the air
intake.

3. Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used by
or near children or people with disabilities, and whenever
the heater is left operating and unattended.

4, A|ways unp|ug heater when not in use.
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5. Do not operate the heater with a damaged cord, |ug,
after the heater malfunctions, or has been gropped/ amaged
in any manner. Discard the heater or return to an
authorized service facility for examination and/or repair.

6. Do not use outdoors.

7. This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, |aundry
areas and similar indoor locations. Never locate the heater
where it may fall into a bathtub or other water container.

8. Do not run the cord under carpeting. Do not cover the
cord with throw rugs, runners, or similar coverings. Do not
route the cord under furniture or app|iances. Arrange the
cord away from high traffic areas and where it will not be
tripped over.

9. To disconnect the heater, turn control to OFF, then
remove the plug From the out|et.

10. Do not insert or allow foreign ol)jects to enter any
ventilation or exhaust opening as this may cause an electric
sl'locl(, fire or c]amage to the heater.

11. To prevent a possible fire, do not block air intakes or
exhaust in any manner. Do not use on soft surfaces, like a
bed, where openings may become blocked.

12. A heater has hot and arcing or sparl(ing parts inside.
Do not use in areas where gaso|ine, paint, or flammable
liquids are used or stored.

13. Use this heater only as described in this manual. Any
other use not recommended by the manufacturer may
cause Fire, electric shock, injury to persons, or other
clamage to property.

14. Ensure the heater is on a stable, secure surface to
eliminate the potentia| of tipping over.

15. To prevent overload and blown fuses, be sure that no
other appliance is plugged into the same outlet (receptac|e)
or into another outlet (receptac|e) wired into the same
circuit.

16. |t is normal for the heater's p|ug and cord to feel warm
to the touch. A p|u or cord which becomes hot to the
touch or becomes Eistortecl in shape may be a result of a
worn electrical outlet. Worn outlets or receptacles should
be rep|acec] prior to further use of the heater. P|ugging a
heater into a worn out|et/receptac|e may result in
overheating of the power cord or fire.

17. Always plug heaters clirectly into a wall out|et/
receptacle. Never use with an extension cord or
relocatable power tap (outlet/ power strip).
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18. Check your heater cord and p|ug connections. A loose
Fitting outlet can cause the p|ug to overheat or cause a fire.
Be sure p|ug fits tight in the outlet. Check frequently
during use to make sure p|u and outlet are not hot. If so,
discontinue using heater and have outlet replaced by a
qua|ified electrician.

19. Note: Heaters draw more current than small app|iances.

Overl'\eating of the outlet may occur even if it has not
occurred with the other appliances.

20. Check that neither the appliance nor the power cable
has been clamaged in any way c|uring transportation.

21. Make sure that no pieces of po|ystyrene or other
pacl(aging material have been left between elements of the
athance. It may be necessary to clean the app|iance

be

ore use.
22. Connect to proper|y polarized outlets on|y.

23. This app|iance has a po|arized p|ug (one blade is wider
than the other). To reduce the risk of electric shock, this
plug is intended to fitina po|arizec| outlet on|y one way. If
the plug does not fit fu"y in the outlet, reverse the plug. If
it still does not Fit, contact a qua|i|:ied electrician. Do not
attempt to defeat this safety feature.

24, Hyperthermia can result in death. Symptoms of
hyperthermia include higl\ l)ocly temperature, headache,
nausea, vomiting, tiredness, dizziness, fainting, and rapid
pulse. If you l';egin to experience symptoms related to
hyperthermia, turn off the heater and seek medical
attention.

25. To avoid excess room temperatures which can cause
hyperthermia: DO NOT leave procluct running unattended
in a confined space around infants, or individuals with
reduced physical, sensory or mental capabilities.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Operation

1. Place the heater on a iirm, level suri:ace. Plastic or
rubber tai:s, like the feet on this unit, may stick to furniture
surfaces and/or hardwood floors. The unit may leave a
residue that could dari(en, stain or leave permanent
blemishes on the finish of certain furniture surfaces,
inciuciing wood surfaces, anci/ or hardwood floors.

2. Piug the cord set into a 120 volt AC outlet. Be sure that
the piug fits tightly into outlet. When piugs fit loosely into
receptacles, they may siip partiaiiy or compieteiy out of the
receptacie with oniy the siigi\t movement of the attached
cord. Receptacles in this condition may overheat and pose
a serious fire imazarci; if covered i)y a curtain or cirape, the
fire hazard is even greater.

3. When the heater is initially piugged in, the Power Ligi‘lt

-& will turn on indicating power to the unit. The Power
Ligi'lt —& will remain lit until the heater is unpiuggeci from
the electrical outlet.

4. Turn the heater ON i)y pressing the Power Button ()

5. When turning the heater on, the unit will be in HIGH
heat.

6. Press the Function Button Wl to switch over High - Low-
ECO mode - Fan- Higi‘l function.

heater will run continuously.

Forced shutdown function

If the heater runs for 15 hours without any operation, it will
automatica"y shut down. To cancel this function, press the
(® button for 20 seconds, and the digitai screen will
ciispiay "C2" and flash 3 times.
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Remote Control (Figure 6) (Figure 7)

1. The remote control uses one ('I) "CR2025" button cell
(inciucied) for operation.

2. All functions periormed i)y using the remote control
work icientica"y on the unit.

3. Repiace the l)attery if the remote control does not
operate we".

NOTE: Remove the l)attery out of the remote control if
you won't use the remote control for a |ong time. To
install or repiace the button cell, simpiy press the holder
at the bottom of the handheld remote control unit with
your thumb to pu" out the i)attery cover. Repiace with a
new "CR2025" button ce", and then repiace the cover.

This
feature cuts the main power to the heater if it gets knocked
over. If the heater tips over, the ciigital screen will display
"P4". Simply stand the heater uprigi\t and press the Power
Button (M) to resume operation.

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THERMAL PROTECTION SYSTEM

This heater includes an Overheat Protection System that
shuts the unit off when a potential overheat temperature is
reachecl. ” this occurs, t|1e heater can on|y resume its
normal operation after resetting it. To reset the heater:

1. Press the Power Button (l) to turn the heater OFF.
2. Unp|ug the heater and wait 10 minutes for the unit to

COOl dOWI‘I.

3. After the 10 minutes, plug the unit in again and operate
normally.

MAINTENANCE

1. Press the Power Button d) to turn the heater OFF and
unp|ug the heater before moving or c|eaning.

2. Interior dust can often be removed by using a vacuum
cleaner with a crevice tool attachment.

3. To clean the enclosure, use a clean, soft and |ig|‘|t|y Jamp
cloth to gent|y wipe off the dirt from the surface of the unit.
Be sure not to wet the heating element and the switches.
Allow the unit to dry comp|ete|y before use.

4. Do not use cleaning |iquid or other chemicals to spray on
the unit.

STORAGE

1. Perform the c|eaning procedures described above.
2. Wipe all parts dry.

3. Pack the heater in a plastic l)ag and storeitina coo|, clry
p|ace. We recommend tl'\at you store t|1e heater inits
origina| carton.

TROUBLE SHOOTING

If your heater Fai|s to operate:
o Make sure the electrical outlet or circuit breaker is
worl(ing.

o Check for obstructions. If you find an olastruction, turn
the heater OFF, ancl UNPLUG THE UNIT.
Carefu"y remove the obstruction and follow the reset
instructions.
