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INTRODUCTION

Thank you for choosing the Good Housekeeping Ceramic
Heater. This manual gives you comp|ete instructions for
using your heater.

NOTE: When switching on the app|iance for the first time,

allow it to run at full power for approximately two hours to
remove any manufacturing oclors. Mal(e sure that tl'\e room
in which the appliance is located is well ventilated during
this operation. It is normal for the app|iance to emit small
cracl(ing sounds when you turn it on the first time. Do not
be alarmed.

IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS

When using electrical appliances, basic precautions should
a|ways be followed to reduce the risk of fire, electric shock
and injury to persons or property, including the fo"owing:

1. Read all instructions before using this heater.

2. This heater is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let
bare skin touch hot surfaces. Be extreme|y cautious when
moving this heater. Keep combustible materials, such as
furniture, pi"ows, l)edc]ing, papers, clothes and curtains at
least 3' (0.9 m) from the front and top of the heater and
|(eep them away from the sides.

3. Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used by
or near children or people with disabilities, and whenever
the heater is left operating and unattended.

4, A|ways unplug heater when not in use.
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5. Do not operate heater with a damagec’ plug, or if the
heater has been droppecl or damage in any manner.
Discard heater or return to an authorized service Faci|ity for
examination and/or repair.

6. Do not use outdoors.

7. This heater is not intended for use in bathrooms, |aundry
areas and similar indoor locations. Never place heater
where it may fall into a bathtub or other water container.

8. Do not cover heater with throw rugs, runners, or similar
coverings.

9. To disconnect the I'leater, turn control to OFF, then
remove the unit from the outlet.

10. Do not insert or allow foreign objects to enter any

ventilation or exhaust opening as this may cause an electric
shock, fire or damage to the heater.

11. To prevent a possible fire, do not block air intakes or
exhaust in any manner. Do not use on soft surfaces, like a
bed, where openings may become blocked.

12. A heater has hot and arcing or sparl(ing parts inside.
Do not use in areas where gaso|ine, paint, or flammable
liquids are used or stored.

13. Use this heater on|y as described in this manual. Any
other use not recommended l:y the manufacturer may
cause Fire, electric shocl(, injury to persons, or other
damage to property.

14. Ensure the heater is p|ugged into a socket on a vertical
wall when use, l(eep at least 8" of unobstructed space to the
bottom air inlet of the heater to allow for ventilation to
avoid a risk of danger.

15. To prevent overload and blown fuses, be sure that no
other appliance is plugged into the same outlet or into
another outlet wired into the same circuit.

16. It is normal for the heater’s p|ug to feel warm to the
touch. A p|ug which becomes hot to the touch or becomes
distorted in shape may be a result of a worn electrical
outlet. Worn outlets or receptac|es should be replaced
prior to further use of the heater. P|ugging a heaterinto a
worn out|et/receptac|e may result in overl‘ueating or fire.

17. A|ways plug heaters clirectly into a wall outlet. Never
use with an extension cord or relocatable power tap
(out'et/ power strip).
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18. Check the heater p|ug connections. A loose Fitting

outlet can cause the plug to overheat or cause a fire. Be
sure plug fits tight in the outlet. Check frequently cluring
use to make sure p|ug and outlet are not hot. If so,
discontinue using heater and have the outlet replaced by a
qua|i|:ied electrician.

19. Note: Heaters draw more current than sma" app|iances,
overheating of the outlet may occur even if it has not
occurred with the other appliances.

20. Do not use cord extension sets, mu|tip|e socket outlets
or adaptors to avoid a risk of clanger. P|ug on|y into a wall
socl(et out|et.

21. Make sure no pieces of polystyrene or other pacl(aging
material have been left between elements of the app|iance.
It may be necessary to clean the app|iance.

22. Never leave heater on while s|eeping.

23, This unit is not intended for bathroom use.

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GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS

This appliance is for household use only and may be
p|uggeci into any 120-volt AC electrical outlet (ordinary
household current). DO NOT use any other type of outlet.

use only.

This unit has a grounded p|ug as shown in Figure 1. An
ac.iapter, as shown in Figure 2,is available for connecting
three-blade grounding-type p|ugs to two-slot receptacles.
The green grounciing |ug extenciing from the aciapter must
be connected to a permanent grounci suchasa property
grouncieci outlet box. The adapter should not be used if a
three-slot grouncied receptacle is available. NOTE: The
ac.iapters ARE NOT suppiied with this heater. Reaci,
io"ow, and save the instructions that are included with the
ac.iapter you choose.

GROUNDING PLUG SAFETY TIPS

1. NEVER pu" or yani( on ti\e p|ug or ti\e appliance.

2. Toinsert p|ug, grasp the heater i:irmly and guicie it into
ti'ne out|et.

3. To disconnect the appliance, grasp the heater and
remove it from the outlet.

4. Before each use, inspect the grounding p|ug for cuts
and/or abrasion marks. If any are found, the appiiance
should be serviced. Please return it to our Service
Department or to an authorized service representative.

5.DO NOT operate appiiance if the grounciing piug
shows any damage, if the appiiance works intermittentiy
or stops wori(ing entireiy.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

Operation

1. Check there is no ciamage to the piug-in heater.

2. Piug the piug-in heater into a 120 volts AC outlet. Be
sure the piug fits tigi'ltiy into outlet. When piugs fit |oose|y
into receptacies, ti1ey may siip partiaiiy or compieteiy out of
the receptai)ie with oniy the siight movement of the unit.
Receptabies in this condition may overheat and pose a
serious fire i'iazard; if covered i)y a curtain or drape, the fire
hazard is even greater.

3.To give power to the piug-in heater, press the on/oi:i
switch to the ‘on' position, the LED ciispiay will turn on
indicating power to the unit. The LED ciispiay will remain lit
until the on/oii switch is presseci to the 'off ' position.

4. Turn the heater ON by pressing the Power Button ().

5. To turn the heater OFF, press the Power Button (l)
again. The unit will first turn off the i\eating eiements, the
fan will shut down 60 seconds later. Press the on/oii switch,
on the side, to compieteiy power off the unit. Unpiug the
unit i)y puiiing the piug from the electrical outlet oniy after
the fan has stoppeci and the unit has cooled down.

Timer Function (Figure 5)

The timer function may be activated when the heater
display is in any function. This function allows you to set the
iengti‘l of time, from O hour to 12 hours, the heater will run
before turning itself off. Pressing the Timer Button ® will
increase the iength of time by 1 hour each time the button is
pressed. After the display reflects 12 hours, pressing the

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Timer Button @ once more will reset the heater to run
continuousiy. The heater will turn off when the set time has
eiapsed. The unit can be turned back on i)y pressing the
Power Button (D . Pressing the Timer Button (® to O hour
will cancel the timer function.

Automatic Temperature Control (Figure 6)

1. To set the room at a speciiic temperature, press the + or
— buttons.

NOTE: The temperature display does not indicate the
temperature of the heated air being emitted by the heater.
The heater can oniy indicate the temperature you have set
at point 1 above and may not reflect the actual room
temperature.

2. Once the room temperature reaches 2 degrees above
the set temperature, the heater will shut off. Once the room
temperature reaches 2 degrees below the set temperature,
the heater will turn back on and continue to cycie off and on
to maintain the set temperature.

NOTE: It is normal for the heater "fan" to run for
approximateiy 60 seconds when the heater shuts off after
reaci\ing the set temperature.

To c|1ange the heat setting from |'\ig|1 (H H) to low (LL),

press the 4+ and — the buttons on the unit at the same time.

Rotating the Piug (Figure 7)

The piug can be rotated 180°. Just press the round button
on the rigi\t of the piug and turn.

WARNING: Oniy attempt to rotate the piug when the

plug-in heater is cool and unplugged.

1. Press and hold the piug rotation button on the back of
the piug-in heater.

2. Rotate the piug 180° whilst hoiding the rotation button
on the rigi'\t of the piug.

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THERMAL CUT-OFF PROTECTION SYSTEM

This heater includes an Overheat Protection System that
shuts the unit off permanent|y when a potentia| overheat
temperature is reached. If this occurs, the heater can on|y
resume its normal operation after resetting it. To reset the
heater:

1. Press the Power Button () to turn the heater OFF and
press the on/off switch to the 'off ' position.
2. Unp|ug the heater and wait 10 minutes for the unit to

COOl c.Iown.

3. After the 10 minutes, p|ug the unit in again and operate
normally.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

1. Press the Power Button () to turn the heater OFF and
press the on/off switch on the side to the "off ' position.
Allow the unit to cool down and unp|ug the heater before
moving or cleaning.

2. Interior dust can often be removed by using a vacuum

cleaner with a crevice tool attachment.

3. To clean the enc|osure, use a c|ean, soft and |ig|\t|y damp
cloth to gent|y wipe off the dirt from the surface of the unit.
Be sure not to wet the heating element and switches. Allow
the unit to clry comp|ete|y before use.

4. Do not use c|eaning liquid or other chemicals to spray on
the unit.

WARNING: Any other servicing should be performed by

an authorized service representative.

STORAGE

1. Perform the c|eaning procec]ures described above.
2. Wipe all parts dry.

3. Pack the heaterin a plastic Bag and storeitina cool,
c|ry place. We recommend storing the heater in its original
carton.
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TROUBLE SHOOTING

If your heater fai|s to operate:

* Make sure the electrical outlet or circuit breaker is
worl(ing.

o Check for obstructions. If you find an obstruction, turn
the heater OFF, and UNPLUG THE UNIT.
Carefu"y remove the obstruction and follow the reset
instructions.
