3. Careiu"y remove the fuse from the clips
i'\olciing it on the top and bottom. Risk of
fire. Replace fuse only with 5 Amp, 125
Volt fuse. Figure 5.

4. Gently push the fuse back into the pins
that will hold it in place.

GRILL ASSEMBLY:

1. Remove the four rear gri" mounting
screws from the motor housing. Figure 6.

2. Aiigned the |arge hole on rear gri" to the
rivet on top of the motor. Figure 7.

3. To attach the rear gri" to the motor
i\ousing, partially install the four gri"
mounting screws. Tigi\ten all four screws.
Figure 8.

Note: One of the gri" mounting screws
will have a star washer for grounding
purpose. The other 3 screws will not have
a washer.

4. Loosen the screw on the iront oi the
blade assemHy. Figure 9a. Slide the blade
assemi:iy onto the motor shaft. Figure 9.

5. Tigi‘\ten the screw on the blade assembly
to secure it to the motor. Make sure that
the end of the screw is positioned within
the notch on the shaft. Figure 10.

Caution: Be sure to tigi'lten the screw on
the front of the fan blade to the flat part
of the motor shaft.

6. Center the front gri" by aligning the |ogo
on the gri" hub so it is horizontal and
parallel to the floor.
