LINE CORD SAFETY TIPS
1. NEVER pu" or yanl( on the cord or the app|iance.

2. Toinsert p|ug, grasp it Firmly and guicle it into the outlet.

3. To disconnect the appliance, grasp the p|ug and
remove it from the outlet.

4. Before each use, inspect the line cord for cuts and/
or abrasion marks. If any are found, the app|iance
should be serviced and the line cord rep|aced. Please
return it to our Service Department or to an authorized
service representative.

5. NEVER wrap the cord tight|y around the appliance,
as this could place undue stress on the cord where it
enters the app|iance and could cause it to I:ray and

break.
6. DO NOT operate the appliance if the line cord shows

any damage, if the app|iance works intermittently or
stops worl(ing entire|y.
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FUSED PLUG

This product uses overload protection (fuse). A blown
fuse indicates an overload or short-circuit situation. If the
fuse blows, unpiug the prociuct from the outlet. Discard
product if the attachment piug is damaget.i. To reduce the
risk of i:ire, electric shock and persona| injury, DO NOT
remove, replace, repair or tamper with the origina"y
supplied piug. If the fan does not function properly, it may
be due to the safety device incorporated in this piug.

If the fuse iaiis, itis genera"y due to a short circuit or
circuit overload. Replace the fuse as per the instructions
below (io"ow prociuct mari(ing for proper fuse rating)

and check the product. If the replacement fuse fails, a
short-circuit may be present and immediately
unpiug the unit and contact our technical support
department for assistance.

Fuse Repiacement:

1. Grasp piug and remove i:rom the receptacle or oti\er
outlet device. Do not unpiug iay pu"ing on cord.
Locate the door on top of the piug. Figure 3.

2. Slide the door on top of the plug towards the blades.

3. Carefully remove the fuse from the clips i'loiciing iton

the top and bottom. Risk of fire. Repiace fuse oniy
with 5 Amp, 125 Volt fuse. Figure 5.

4, Gentiy pusi\ the fuse back into the pins that will hold
itin piace.

Note: If the fuse is not seated properly, the unit will not

function.

5. Slide the door back over the fuse box in the piug.

6. Piug the fan back in and resume use.

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UNPACKING

As you unpac|( the ian, save t|1e carton anci packing

materials in case you want to move or si\ip the unit in the

iuture. Carefu"y remove all items irom the box.

NOTE: lt is best to have someone hold the box while

lifting the fan and protective packaging out of the carton.
Make sure all shipping materials are removed from fan
before operating.

Remove the L-shapecl screw with the metal ring from
the te|escopic po|e l)y turning it counter clockwise.

Place the base ring on top of the Iaase, with the flat side
of the base ring iacing upwarcl. Place the weigi\t
support under the base.

Insert the te|escopic po|e into the top of the base ring
and base. Install the L-shaped screw with the metal ring
through the weight support to the threaded hole in the
bottom of the te|escopic po|e to secure the po|e to the

base. Figure 7.
Tip the base back uprigi\t.

Grasp the telescopic pole Firmiy and twist the
adjustment knob counter clockwise to loosen. Figure 8.

Raise the inner po|e to maximum heigi\t and tigi\ten
the adjustment knob i)y twisting clockwise until
secure. Figure 8.

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GRILL ASSEMBLY

1. Remove the four rear griii mounting screws from the
motor iiousing. Figure 10.

2. Make sure the rear griii is positioned so that three of
the griii lines are compieteiy between the top tabs,
Figure 11. Then piace the rear griii against the motor
iiousing, and line up the four tabs on the back of the
griii to the four screw holes on the front of the motor.

3. To attach the rear griii to the motor iiousing partiaiiy
instaii tiie i:our griii mounting screws. Tighten aii i:our
screws. Figure 12.

Note: One of the griii mounting screws will have a star
washer on it, for grounciing purposes. The other 3 screws
will not have a washer.

4. Loosen the screw on the back of the blade assembiy.
Figure 13a. Slide the blade assembiy onto the motor
shaft. Figure 13.

5. Tigi1ten the screw on the blade assembly to secure it
to the motor shaft. Make sure that the end of the screw
is positioned within the notch on the shaft. Figure 14.

Caution: Be sure to tigi\ten the screw on the back of the
fan blade to the flat part of the motor shaft.

6. Center the front griii i:y aiigning the |ogo on the griii
hub so it is horizontal and paraiiei to the floor.

7. Mount the front griii to the rear griii, tigi‘lten the griiis
using the griii |oc|(ing screw and nut at the bottom of
the griii. Figure 16.

8. Secure the gri"s completely togeti'ner by snapping the
5 griii clips into place. Figure 17.

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OPERATION

This appliance is for household use only.

1. Placethefanona dry, safe, flat surface where it
cannot fall or be pu"eci |:>y the cord.

2. Plug the faninto a grouncied 120-volt AC electrical
outlet (ordinary household current). DO NOT use
any other type of outlet. Make sure that the rated
voitage of the fan is the same as the power source
before piugging it into the power source.

Of / Speed Selection

Turn the fan “ON” or “OFF” i)y turning the power/speed
control knob. The power should a|ways be OFF before

unpiugging the fan. To select the speed, turn the power/

speeci control knob from OFF to the desired speed setting:

(@) (oii), | (|ow), Il (met.iium), 1 (i‘ligi'n). Figure 18.
Oscillation

To allow the fan to oscillate, push the oscillation knob
down. Pull up on the knob if oscillation is not desired.
Figure 19.

Height Adjustment

To adjust the i'leigi'lt of the i:an, turn the adjustment knob
counter-clockwise to loosen the inner pole. Adjust the
inner pole to the desired heigi\t, and iirmiy tigi\ten the
adjustment knob in a clockwise direction. Figure 20.

MAINTENANCE

This fanis permanent|y lubricated and will not require
additional lubrication (oi|) for the life of the fan.

This fan requires little maintenance and contains no user
serviceable parts. DO NOT try to fix it yourse". Contact
qua|iFiec| service personne| if servicing is needed

Before c|eaning, turn the fan off and unp|ug from electrical
outlet. Wipe off excess dust with a lint-free cloth. To ensure
adequate air circulation to the motor, keep vents located

at the rear of the motor free from dust accumulation. A
vacuum cleaner hose can be used to clean these vents.

DO NOT immerse the fan in water or any other |iquid.

CLEANING THE GRILL AND BLADE:

1. Turnthe fan oﬂ and unp|ug from the electrical outlet.

2. Disassemble the gri"s by carefully removing the screw
and nut at the bottom of the gri". See Figure 16.

3. Pull up the 5 c|ips from the rear gri" to remove the
front gri".

4. The blade may be removed on |oosening the screw
l‘loHing it in place. Grills and blades may be cleaned
with mild soap and water on|y after they have been
removed from the motor housing.

5. Use adry or slightly damp lint-free cloth to clean the
Fan.

v Usea soft, s|ig|1t|y damp cloth to wipe the remaining
fan parts.

v DO NOT allow water or any other liquid to getinto

the motor housing or base.

v Reassemble the fan after blades and gri"s have dried

comp|ete|y.

v DONOT p|ug the fan into an electrical outlet until it

I'\as l)een I:u"y reassemHed.
